renada, West Indies is an unspoiled natural wonderland teeming with eco-adventures; lush rain forest hikes, a volcanic crater lake to explore, and cocoa, nutmeg and banana plantations to tour, all of which are a delight for children and adults alike.  Tour reservations can easily be arranged as can itineraries for family-appropriate outings.

True Blue Bay Resort & Villas is tucked-away on Grenada’s south shores, a residential area which caters to the ‘rich and famous’. The resort is poised at the intersection of the Caribbean Sea and True Blue Bay.  Tropical gardens, a large marina, swimming pools (children love the infinity pool), playgrounds and daily children’s activities make True Blue Bay Resort & Villas a haven for families traveling with children. 

The owners Russ and Magdalena call True Blue Bay Resort & Villas home and they too have children; so it is no surprise that the resort is teaming with children’s activities:

· Arawak Indians are a dwindling tribe and were the first inhabitants of Grenada.  Story time, a personal collection of artifacts and a small exhibit are available at the resort. Please review the weekly activities calendar for dates and times.

· Bay View Pool playground is geared toward toddlers as a small house, a tiny and mid-size slide and climbing holes and hiding spaces provide hours of fun.

· Bubblemaker program: introduces children to breathing underwater, the first step in the scuba-dive experience. The program runs for one-hour and includes a personal bubblemaker passport, tattoo stickers, a logbook, coloring pages and a maze.  The professionals from Aquanauts, a PADI, five-star – gold palm dive center located onsite at the resort, will supervise and equip each child with a mask, fins and suits, and kick-off the program with skin diving in the pool, of course cookies and punch top off the event.

· Complimentary children’s video library – choc’ful of G-rated videos

· Dance classes are held every Tuesday at the resort where your child will learn dance basics in ballet and jazz. 
· Dodgy Dock children’s playground --- a climbing frame, slide, a swing and a variety of toys 

· Kayak lessons for children 8 and up -- children will learn the basics in paddling and under strict supervision will paddle out into the bay for a “real-life” kayak experience.

· Hair braiding -- children will learn the Caribbean art of hair braiding and can have their own hair braided and just maybe braid their friends or siblings hair as well.

· Jewelry making -- this is a fun activity for both boys and girls as beaded bracelets are all the rage. Children will learn how to tie-knots incorporating unique beads making bracelets, necklaces and more.  (OK SO I MADE THIS UP PLEASE CORRECT)

· Onsite babysitting services start at US $15.00 per hour.

· Sunday –is Children’s Buffet Day ---coloring books/crayons/child-friendly menus

Additional organic activities are readily available.  In example: children can watch the crabs crawl along the rocks by the docks, count the green turtles that feast at the Dodgy Dock Snack Lounge and Bar or peer at the water’s edge and feed the fish as they bask in the warm waters of the Caribbean. Snorkel near the docks offer plenty of opportunities to view Ocean life as oftentimes fish call these waters home.
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
