· Aquanauts is a PADI 5 Star-Gold Palm Resort, SDI & TDI facility and the resort’s professional onsite dive operation, offering scuba diving classes, daily dive trips to nearby reefs and wrecks and snorkeling adventures aboard:

· Dive boat “Salsa” – 40 foot long, 16 diver capacity, cabin, dry storage, freshwater shower/bathroom, ladder and camera table

·  Dive boat “Calypso” – 42 ft’ x 16 ft’ wide ideal for short trips to Grenada’s dive/snorkel sites; space for 29 divers, two ladders, bathroom facilities.
